Commissioners are the facilitators of Mary of Nazareth 
basketball.  They are responsible for administration 
of the program in almost all of its aspects and may 
also be coaches of individual teams.

We usually seek an individual to co -ordinate the 
second grade Gaithersburg league interaction.  
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· We lead our children towards Catholic maturity.  We Teach so 
that Our Children Learn:
ƁTo see God in teammates and opponents (even if that might 

be difficult at times);
ƁTo realize the very ability to play basketball is a gift that 

God has not granted to every child, to be thankful for that 
gift, and to make the most of that gift;
ƁTo realize the goal is improvement;
ƁBasketball skills.

· We win by the above score card.  Winning games at any cost is 
NOT our primary goal!

· We seek to encourage as wide of a parish participation as 
possible.

· We seek to place everychild who wishes to play basketball 
into the program ðrequiring parent participation .  



·All children are equal and precious in the eyes of 
God, if not in basketball skills.  We exercise patience 
and good will accordingly.

· It is impossible for you, me, or a far more 
knowledgeable basketball coach, to predict a childõs 
skill in the future.  The younger the child, the more 
this is true.  We never discourage a child.

· In all things, we set the best example possible ðwe 
do not berate players, referees, opponents, or 
parents.  (Think of referees as either a test or a gift 
from God; theyõre easier to deal with that way.)



·We pray with our players.  There is never so little 
time that prayer is impossible.

·Before game, we have the players remember 
what they have, what they are doing, and say a 
prayer of glory/thanks. There is enough time.  It 
takes less than 10 seconds to say the Glory Be 
after a few moments of reflection. It takes even 
less time to say òMary of Nazareth, pray for usó 
when you are on bench.
